CALL TO ORDER:  The meeting was called to order at 0904 hours by Jerry Garrett
CONSENT AGENDA:  Lori made a motion to accept the Consent Agenda and Scott seconded the motion.  All in favor, none opposed and none abstained.

REGION REPORTS

Region 1:  Joe Garza was hosted by the Fort Worth Police Department for an 8 hour training on Southwest Border Issues on October 8 with 35 in attendance.  Rockwall PD hosted a Basic School during the end of September and had 25 in attendance and Doug Whitten presented Kidnap Negotiations to 56 in attendance at Arlington PD on September 14.

Region 2:  Doug Whitten will be presenting his Kidnap Negotiations class in the Tyler area towards the end of October.


Region 3:  Nothing to report.


Region 4:  A Basic School is scheduled in New Braunfels for the week of December 7-11.  The class can accommodate 35 students.  A regional training will be scheduled sometime in the near future to be hosted by Pharr PD.  Lelina Urine of Cameron County is the scholarship recipient for Region 4.  Victoria County Sgt. Tim Osowski, who attended the conference last year, passed way recently.


Region 5:  Working on scheduling a Basic School for the first week in December.


Region 6:  Hosted Wayman Mullins in August for the PTSD class.  Working on scheduling a Dispatchers class for the first of December.
TRAINING REPORT:  All conference information
PUBLIC RELEATIONS:  Brent will be putting out newsletters at least once per week between now and the conference.  Rich has written an article about training requirements and how the conference satisfies those requirements in the Texas Penal Code and NCNA Guidelines.  Brent will focus on getting people to register, the speakers, Thursday night’s scholarship event, etc.  He will also include articles submitted by those running for a Board position.

HOTEL STAFF – PRECON MEETING:  Tara Myers and Jaime the Banquet Manager briefly attended the meeting and discussed hotel space and which rooms were going to be utilized for which events during the week.  Also discussed were lunches on the days TAHN is providing lunch and the menu for the banquet on Wednesday evening.  The hotel will set out a table to take orders for box lunches on the days that TAHN does not furnish lunch.  They will also be doing box lunches for dinner on Tuesday for those participating in the Negotiator’s Challenge.  They will have a staff person at this table taking orders.
It was decided that the hotel would purchase:  Coors Light, Bud Light, Miller Light, Yellow Tail, White Zinfandel, merlot and chardonnay for the hospitality room.  There is a possibility that Pierce Manufacturing will sponsor the hospitality room for the entire week.  Other vendors may also want to sponsor.  Frito Lay will be providing snacks and possibly non-alcoholic beverages as well.

The Lewisville CVB is sponsoring the Monday night Meet and Greet with primarily drink tickets.  Terry made a motion that TAHN spend $1,000 for finger foods in addition to what is provided by LCVB.  Scott seconded the motion.  All were in favor, none opposed and none abstained.

The hotel shuttle bus runs 24 hours a day in a 3-5 mile radius of the hotel.  They do not provide airport runs.  
CONFERENCE:  Chief Russ Kerbow has lined up the Lewisville PD Explorers for the Pledge of Allegiance on Monday morning.  He also confirmed that Coach Joe Avazanno will be speaking on Wednesday evening and will sponsor the Thursday evening fund raiser at this bar, Hat Tricks.  There will be four (4) people from the Citizen’s Police Academy Alumni to help with registrations and sales Sunday through Tuesday.  Chief Kerbow is also having his people help with acquiring door prizes from local business and has written a letter to be given to all establishments outlining what the prizes will be used for.  Sgt. Letalien will check with a representative from American Airlines about getting some donated tickets.  Chief Kerbow also stated that his team members will have city vehicles assigned to them for the week to make airport pickups, bank runs, and transport other attendees to lunch, etc.
Phyllis Cox of the Lewisville Convention and Visitor’s Bureau has secured several hotel nights and restaurant gift certificates to be used as door prizes.  The LCVB is also sponsoring the Meet and Greet on Monday evening and will contribute $2,000 for food and drinks.  There will be 300 drink tickets available and all who attend will be given 2 tickets.  Board members will be given the remainder of the tickets to be given out at their discretion.  Ms. Cox has also secured free passes to LA Fitness to be used by conference attendees and shuttle vans to be used to transport attendees to Hat Tricks on Thursday evening.

Coach Joe Avazanno will allow TAHN to charge $10 per person to enter his establishment, Hat Tricks, on Thursday evening.  All attendees will be given wrist bands for discounted drinks for the entire evening.  He will also be providing a buffet for one hour.  He may be hiring a band to play from 6:00 – 9:00 and at 9:00 there is already a band scheduled to play at the bar.  There will be discounted taxi vouchers available to those who want to stay later than what the LCVB shuttle busses will be running and the hotel shuttle bus is available 24 hours a day.
Rich is still working on getting approval from TCLEOSE to carry our own training hours.  He will ask if a TCLEOSE representative can attend the conference to see what we do and how we conduct our business if that will help in getting the accreditation.  Ken will also ask Patt Hollingsworth if she would like to attend any of the conference since she is currently a TCLEOSE Commissioner.

Tarrant County SO will not be able to carry the TCLEOSE hours for this conference so Jerry will approach Denton County SO about carrying the hours.  (Side note:  On Monday the Denton County SO agreed to carry the TCLEOSE hours for the conference.)

There was an extensive
discussion about the scholarship.  To date, there have been no applications for the scholarship this year.  The rules were changed slightly at the meeting last month and Brent will make sure this information goes out in several newsletters before the conference.
There also have been no nominations for member of the year, etc.  Brent will also request those nominations in the newsletter.  Lori mentioned the incident handled by Fort Worth PD where they negotiated with a psychologist for several hours.  She will check with David Garcia of FWPD regarding the incident.  It was discussed that possibly people think this is “no big deal” and they are just doing their job so they are not making nominations.

Brent will also see about moving the scholarship information and nomination information to the front page of the website to make it more easily accessible to everybody.

Bob is working on getting artwork for the t-shirts to the company to get those done.  He is also finalizing the CD and will get that sent off soon.
It was presumed that Raul would be handling the Hospitality Suite again this year.  Hours of operation will be dependent on him, but a tentative schedule is:  Sunday – 8:00-10:00, Monday – 8:00-10:00, Tuesday – Closed, Wednesday -9:00-11:00, Thursday – Closed.  Times are subject to change. 
NEW BUSINESS:  TAHN received a membership application this past week from a Retired Captain with the Jordan Police Service.  He currently lives in Sugar Land and has never been a TAHN member before.  Doug W. will run his name to make sure he is not on any watch lists.
