SCHOLARSHIP OFFICAL RULES

Qualifications:

You must have a parent who is in good standing with the association and has been a member for the past 3 consecutive years.

You must be enrolling in an accredited two year or four year college.

You must be an incoming freshman, a returning freshman or a current sophomore.

3 Letters of recommendations

Essay

Information in the essay should include: (1) a brief background about the applicant to introduce yourself to the board, (2) why the applicant desires to pursue a particular degree, and (3) what does the applicant plan to do with this degree once obtained. 
Please do not include any identifying information on the written essay.
Essay Instructions

Your essay should take into the consideration the topic stated

Your essay should be two typed pages

Only one essay can be submitted per person

Submissions must be original work of the applicant

All essays must be received by October 31 and the winner(s) will be announced at the annual conference in November

The association will reserve the right to extend the deadline

Electronically sent essays will not be accepted

The essay should be a maximum of 1000 words, double- spaced and typed using 12 point font. 

The pages should have a one inch margin and be numbered. 

Scholarship Award

A $1000.00 amount will be awarded to the author of one (1) essay

Payment will be made to the college/university that the student(s) will be attending

Acceptance of the scholarship will constitute permission for the association to use the winner’s name and likeness in the association’s newsletter and website. The winner(s) are responsible for any and all applicable taxes.

Evaluation

The essays will be judged on: Originality, Ability to focus on the given topic, writing skills, including spelling and grammar.

The scholarship committee will not be given any identifying information about the essay writers. A panel of judges will be comprised of two of the association’s board members and three members who are in good standing within in the association.

Should the originality of the essay become questionable, the scholarship committee will reserve the right to meet with or contact the author to validate the essay
